- Faculty fellowships and endowed chairs to
support undergraduate teaching.
+ Funds for student success awards, operational
budgets for academic advisors, and modular
furniture to transform study spaces.
- Establishing one-on-one meeting spaces with
pod booths.
- Undergraduate and graduate student
assistantships and peer tutor salary support.
- Celebrating student success through news articles,
trophies, and a wall of awards with pictures.
- Archival art space initiative to display student artwork.
- Collaborating with partner units for naming rooms,
centers, and departments (e.g. Naugle Communication Center).
